· Provides support, including gathering of data, for various ad hoc job reports, special projects, and other areas of compliance.

· Liaises with internal departments across business units on import and export-related business matters.

· Helps in creating and maintaining Company’s self-testing plans, which will include both risk assessment and monitoring, for Company’s Customs-related activities.
